
Incomes held steady for health care risk man-
agers this year, according to results of the 2002

Healthcare Risk Management salary survey. Some
observers say that holding on to a good income in
the future may require taking steps now to ensure
you’re a key player in your organization and not
relegated to a support position.

The median income for health care risk man-
agers in this year’s survey is $65,000, the same 
as the previous two years. Before that, the HRM
salary survey had shown an upward trend in
income. In 2000, the median income was $62,500,
the same as for 1999. Prior to 1999, the median

income for directors of risk management was in
the upper $50,000 range.

Consistent with the flat income levels, the sur-
vey shows that the median salary increase over
the past year was only 1% to 3%. This year, 40%
reported increases in that range, almost identical
to last year’s 39%. Another 34% reported increases
of 4% to 6%, up slightly from last year. Eleven per-
cent reported higher increases, including one
lucky reader whose income increased 21% in the
past year. Ten percent report no change in their
income, and 2% reported a decrease.
